Observations

Thermal inspection indicates multiple areas of aittnation in soffit areas, walls and baseboard of ffiraffice,
ceiling in right corner of dining room, multiple areaseintry way, 1 floor guest bathroom and bedroor, 1
floor laundry room, side entry way and half bath atdide entry hall, master bedroom, middle son’s bedroom
and bathroom, middle son’s closet, oldest son’s bedrawindaughters bedroom.

Thermal imaging indicates cold air infiltration at bottgenter of sliding door on left side of eating area.

Thermal imaging indicates cold air infiltration at selgrance door and visual inspection found weather
stripping does not seal completely.

Observed colder areas in the rooms directly over theggaBue to ceramic tile on floor it is difficult to
determine without destructive investigation if there is prapsulation and blocking in the floor under these
rooms.

Visual inspection found vent in room directly under difice to be closed and room cooler than other areas in
the basement. Vent was opened at by inspector.

Visual inspection of dormer/porch cover over side ewmgound soffit vents at the area attached to the
structure. The soffit vents are needed but this areddsbewsealed from the structure. Due to the cold areas
inside that coincide with this dormer/cover, this area n@ybe sealed and allowing air to infiltrate the
structure. To be certain intrusive investigation woulshéeded. The cold areas are tfidldor laundry room,
hall bath, and bedroom above.
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Recommendations

Recommend evaluation for additional insulation or redistion of insulation in areas shown in pictures felo
Recommend adding insulation on walls in unfinished arédsedasement.

Recommend evaluation of insulation in floor of cormdiid living space that is over the garage. This may need
to be an intrusive investigation.

Suggest repair of weather stripping on bottom of slidieaggtoor on left side of eating area.

Recommend evaluation of dormer over the side entrangerify a seal between the house and the
dormer/porch cover.
